An unlocked car with the key in the ignition
offers both opportunity and temptation.
Therefore, a steering wheel lock and a buzzer
alarm are standard equipment in your 1971
Volkswagen. The buzzer will sound if you open
the driver's door while the key is in the
steering/ignition lock. It is your reminder to
take the key and lock the doors.

In accordance with Federal Safety Regulations,
the chassis number of your car is located on
the left of the Instrument panel and can be seen
from the outside. This precaution is taken for
your protection — to aid in the apprehension
of thieves and the recovery of stolen vehicles.

It also contains
some useful do-it-yourself tips. Plus some information on proper fuel and oil, lubrication and
technical data.

When you have studied this manual, you will know how to operate your car properly. Then you
can expect many year

of reliable and economical service from your Volkswagen.

This brings us to the Volkswagen Maintenance Record — which you also receive with the car.
The Record explains what VW Diagnosis and Maintenance is all about. And tells you how to
keep your VW in top driving condition. Always have the Volkswagen Maintenance Record with
you when you take the vehicle to an Authorized VW Dealer for service — it helps establish
proper contact with the service department staff. In your own interests: Have your Volkswagen
serviced as indicated in the Volkswagen Maintenance Record right from the start. Proper treat-
ment plus complete proof of all maintenance work carried out can be of vital importance should
you have occasion to make a claim under warranty.




Identification plate, Chassis Number, Engine Number

The identification plate

is found under the front hood beside the hood
lock. On the Volkswégen Sedan 111 the plate
is located behind the spare wheel.

The 10 digit number after the words .Fahr-
gest. Nr.* is the chassis number. It de-
scribes the model number, model year and serial
number of the vehicle as shown is this sample:

Operation

Keys

Only one key is required to unlock and lock the
doors and to start the engine.

This key locks the glove compartment (except
Volkswagen Sedan 111)

Be sure the key numbers are recorded on the
first page of the VW Maintenance Record. If
y"“9shiuld lose a key, you can obtain a re-
placement from your Authorized Volkswagen
Dealer.




Doors

The doors can be closed more easily if a
window is opened slightly.

1- Window crank
2- Armrest and door closing grip

3 - Vent wing fastener

To open the vent wing, turn knob of vent wing
fastener until locking catch points in driving
direction and push knob of vent wing fastener
forward.

4 - Inside door handle

(with locking lever on the Convertible instead

The doors cannot be opened from inside or
outside unless the locking device is pulled out.
When you open the driver's door while the key
is still in the steering/ignition lock, the buzzer
alarm will sound. It is your reminder to take
the key and lock the doors.

When leaving the vehicle, just push in the
locking device and pull the trigger in the outer
handle as you close the door. The vehicle is
then locked

If the door closes by itself after the locking
device has been pushed in it will not lock be-
cause the locking device will spring ut auto-
matically. This is an additional safety measure
to prevent you from being locked out if the
door should slam shut while the key is still
inside the vehicle.




Seats

Your Volkswagen has separate front seats. You can alter seat and backrest positions to suit you.
This is quite simple —

— just lift the lever at the front right hand side  The backrest can be set to four different angles
of the seat and slide the seat forward or back- by turning the lever. Try them out until you find
ward. After adjusting, release the lever and the angle which suits you best.

As a safety feature, the backrests of the front
seats are secured against tilting forward. To
release the lock, just pull the knob on the side
of the backrest upward.




Seat Belts

Your Volkswagen is equipped with a seat belt for each seat. Occupants of the vehicle should

wear the belts at all times.

Shoulder belts should not be wom by persons less than approximately 55 inches in height

The front seats

The front seat combination lap/shoulder belt is
completely adjustable to fit different sized
persons and to allow for seat and backrest
adjustment. When not in use, the lap section of
the belt retracts and the belt should be hung
on the hook on the door post by means of the
hole in the belt tongue. This prevents the
belt end from lying about, lashing out, getting
dirty and permits easy entrance and exit for
the rear seat passengers.

Operation: After sitting down and adjusting
the seat and backrest positions, pull the belt
across in front of you to the center of the car.
Insert the belt tongue into the anchor housing
on the center tunnel and press it in lightly. A
click will be heard when the belt tongue locks.
Be sure the belt is not twisted. Pull lap belt
through buckle until belt is completely unrolled
from retractor and fits snugly across lap. Take
up any slack of the loose belt end by moving
slide. Adjust shoulder belt by pulling belt until
it fits snugly across chest. Take up any slack
by moving slide. To lengthen either section of
the belt, release belt from housing hold belt

To release the belt, pull the unlocking lever on
the anchor housing upward.

The rear seats

Each rear seat is equipped with an adjustable  Operation: After sitting down and making your-
Iap belt self comfortable, pull the longer section of the
belt across in front of you. Insert the belt ton-
gue into the buckle and press lightly together.
A click will be heard when the buckle locks.
Be sure the belt is not twisted. Pull belt through
the buckle until belt fits snugly across the
pelvic area. Take up any slack by moving the
slide. To lengthen the belt release buckle, hold
belt tongue at a right angle to belt and pull
belt through

To release the belt, pull the unlocking lever on
the inboard buckle. Only a light pull on the belt
and a small movement of the lever is necessary.

For each rear seat, a third mounting point i
provided to facilitate subsequent installation of
combination lap/shoulder belts.

Do not wear the belts loosely.

Do not strap in more than one person with each belt.

Keep belts clean. Wash belts with mild detergent without removing from vehicle. Dry belts in
the shade and do not allow lap belts to retract until completely dry.

Do not bleach or dye the belts or use any other material to cl
these agents can weaken the webbing.

3-Turn signal and dimmer switch lever

Leverup  — right turn signals
Lever down — left turn signals

The turn signals are cancelled automatically
upon completion of a turn.
Pull the lever toward steering wheel to raise or
fower headlight beams. The blue warning light
— ¢ — in the speedometer dial shows when
high beam Is switched on.

4- Speedometer

‘Odometer with /10 mile indicator

The following warning lights are in the speedo-
meter dial:

a-red — oil pressure
b-red — generator and cooling
c-blue — headlight high beam

The fuel gauge is located in the speedometer
dial. When the needle is on line “R", there is
about 1 gallon of fuel left in the tank — time to
refuel at the next opportunity.

5 - Windshield wipers and washer

The two-speed wipers are controlled by turning
the wiper switch knob. The blades park auto-
matically when turned off. Push button in the

knob to spray fluid on windshield. Fluid will
spray as long as button is held in.

7- Light switch
Pull the knob to the first stop to switch on
parking and side marker, license plate, tail and
instrument lights. To turn on the headlights
Il the knob out all the way with the ignition
turned on. To preserve the battery the head-
lights will go out automatically when the
ignition s turned off or when the engine is
being started.
The brightness of the instrument lights can be
adjusted by turning the light switch knob.

9- Glove compartment
To open turn knob to the left.

Inside the glove compartment is the release
lever for the front hood (see also page 24).

For added protection, the glove compartment
can be loc (except on the Volkswagen
Sedan 111). This prevents access to the front
luggage compartment and spare wheel.

11 - Steering/ignition lock

inserting, gently move the steering wheel from

16 - Gearshift lever for Manual
Transmission
(for Automatic Stick Shift see page 32)

Shift into reverse gear only when the vehicle
s stationary. The reverse gear cannot be en-
gaged unintentionally. To engage reverse,
press the lever down, move it over to the left
and pull it back to the stop.

When reverse gear is selected with the ignition
switched on, the back-up lights come on auto-
matically.

17 - Hand brake

To release the hand brnka pull the lever and
depress locking ki

18- Switch for rear window defogger
(Volkswagen Sedan 113 only)

With the ignition switched on, the rear window
defogger is activated by this switch. The green
control lamp — f — in the speedometer dial
will light up when the system is in operation.
After the rear window has been cleared, switch
off the rear window defogger to avoid an
unnecessary drain on the battery.

19 - Ashtray

Remove ashtray by pressing leaf spring and
pulling ashtray out.

20 - Emergency flasher switch

If the vehicle is disabled or parked under
emergency conditions, pull the switch to make
all four turn signals flash at once. A warning
light in the switch knob flashes when the
system is turned on.



Sliding roof

(optional equipment)

For safety reasons, the sliding roof crank
should always be in the recess. When closing
the roof turn the crank as far as it will go then
turn it back slightly until it can be folded into
the recess.

Interior trim
1-Sun visors
You can lift the driver's visor out of the center
mounting and swing it toward the door window
to prevent glare from the side.

Except on the Volkswagen Sedan 111 the right
hand sun visor incorporates a vanity mirror.

2- Rear view mirrors

Outside and inside mirrors are adjustable so
that they can be set to give clear vision to the
rear at all times.

The outside mirror is hinged to fold flat upon
contact.

The inside day/night mirror is rimmed with
plastic for safety and designed to detach upon
impact. Except on the Volkswagen Sedan 111
it can be set to the anti-glare position by the
‘switch at the lower portion of the mirror.

On the Convertible the height of the inside
mirror can be altered by turning it 180° so that
you can see to the rear when the top is folded
down.




3- Rear ashtrays

To remove ashtray, press it down lightly and
lift out. To put it back, insert the ashtray first
at the top, then push It in.

The Volkswagen Sedan 111 does not have an
ashtray for the rear seat passengers

4- Assist straps and coat hooks

On the Convertible the interior light i fitted in

Turn knobs to the left — increasing air flow

The air flow direction can be controlled sepa-
rately on each side by the lever in the upper
vent

Move levers to the left — air flow to the wind-
shield

Move levers to the right — air flow to the pas-
sengers

Every middle position of the levers can also
be selected.

3 - Fresh air fan

(optional equipment on Sedan 111)
With the two-speed fan the air flow can be in-
creased when the vehicle speed is too slow
for the regular air flow.
The switch positions are
Left —fan off (0)
Center — slow speed (1)
Right — fast speed (1)
The fan is only effective, when the ignition is
switched on and the fresh air control knobs
— 1 —are turned fully to the left.

The candenecrs should be chocked peripdicelly
for cleaniinags. If the louvers ara clogged, the
condensers should ba washed down with water.

If, upen Inspection, the condenser fins are bant,
thez car should Be taken to 2n Authorized VW
Dealar for glraightening of the condenzer fins.

When it Is very cald, tha full battery capacity
15 required o slart the engine, To evold starting
difficulties, it is adwisable not 1o preheat the

o say, do nol switch the heater on until the
angine is running.

The heater normally requires no special main-
tenance. |t 18 advisable, hawever, ta have the
heater plug checked ance e yeer bafora the
cold weather sete in and & new plug installed
if necessary. The tusl systeni should alsa be
chacked for cleanliness and the olectricel con-
nections for tightness.

Dusring the winter and when driving ower very
poor rogds, mud or snow may tend 1o accu-
rulate on tha sxhaugt and combustion alr in-
teke pipes. Heve these pipes cheched for
blockage from time to time so that the heater
continuee 1o wark propariy.

When the heater is not used for long periods,
during the summer for instance, gum-like da
posites frem the fusl can sattla in tha fual linee.
lo evold trouble due to these depoasits, it is
advizable to run the heater briefly aboul once
a manth when it is nat in reqular uaes.

Remembar that water reduces the tire traclion and Increages braking distance. Drive carefully
and remain at a safs distance behind the vehicle in front, perticularly when roeds are wet and
sllppary.

Batter etill are winler tires with studs which
increase the safety margin éven an hard snow
and ice. Winter tires with studs should be run
at moderata spaads when new in order to give
thie studs time to setzle. Chack your state laws
sefore ueing studded tires.

Winter tires should alwayve be fitted an all four
whaals,

It winter tiree are mountecd, thoey should hava
the sume loed capacity as tires of the arlgingl
equipment

The speclflc characteristics of winter tires can
be improved by ralsing the tira pressures to
G psi (02 kglem®) above the normul operuling
prazsura for the tire concerned. This inflation
praggure then covers the recommendad pres-

aure increase of 3 psi Tor fast highway driving.

In general, wintar tiras are of real advantage
vnly when conditions on the roed ara really
wintry. For safety reasons, it is nol sdvissble
ta drive a vehkicle fittad with any type of winter
tire et top speed. You cannct expact a wintar
tirg to have the same degree of traction on
dry, wet or erow-free roads 88 a nomal tire
Furthermore, winter tires waar rapldly undar
theze conditions, particularly et high speeds.

Fodial ply tres are suitable all year round. IF
winter conditions are not too savara, they may
very woll replace conventional snow Lires.

Evan more suliable for oparation of the vehicle
during the winter season are radial ply winter
tiras and tiras with studs. An increased tire
prassure of 3 pai (0.2 kg/cm®) appllas o thasa
tires alen.

Snow chaina

Qnly thin dhains which do not protruce from
the tira fraad and innzr side wall more than
{2 inch incluging tensloner, ara suitabla. Whila
wirter lires should be used on ell four wheels,
chaing are required an the rear wheals only.

When driving over long stretchas of road which
are free of snow, the chaing should be removed
becausa they serve no useful purpose and
merely damage tha tirez and wear out quickly.

Do not gour the liquld an
the matarial as this will leave marks. Dampan
& vlean, plein cloth with the claanar and remave
the gpot by rubbing with a circular motion and
working Inwards.

The lealherette parts of the headlining, eids
trim panels and seats can be cleaned best with
8 soft cloth ar brush. When wvery dirty uso
Volkgwagen's All Purpose Cleanar. Uss only a
dry foam cleancs on lhe leetherette of the seals
anc backreets becauss the material used for
thesa parts is air-parmeabls and liquid cleaners
would penetrate inlo the textile backing.

Greage ar paint epore shauld be wiped off,
when possicle, Selore they dry. Once dry, they
can be removed by rubbing carefully with a
cloth maistened with henzine or alcohol. Shoe
pclish marks can Be ramoved with turpentine
but be cereful beceuse this will damege the
dust repellent surfece of the |vatheretie §f
apglled toc long. After claaning, rub the material
dry wilh a soft cloth, So-called preservativas
are nat suitable for lcatherctle bewuse they
dao not soak Into the material and marely collect
duzt thet will soil your clothing.

Canvertibls top

The top dues not require any epecial care. [tis
Important, however, to clean the plastic
materigl ragularly. When very dirty, the tap can
be cleaned with a soap powder sclution or
Volkewagan's All Purpoas  Cleancr. & hard
brush will help ta remave dirt fram the grainad
surface of the material but cere must te taken
at the edges to avoid scralching the paint with
the: brigtles, After washing the top, the camplete
vehicle must be rineed thoraughly with clear
water,

moved with paint thinnar, chiorine-based spot
removers or similar solutions, as thiz will
damage the material. Stubborn spots can be
removed by wiping with 2 cloth maistenad with
benzine and then ringing well with & lukewam
Eoap salution.

The eriginal squipment lires on your Volkswagen are provided wilh built-in tread wear indicators
o gzzist you In determining whan your tires have been worn to the paint af neading reglacement.
These indiculors are molded Into the bottom of the tread groowes and will appear as approxi-

mataly /a-inch wide bands when the tire treed depth-becomes Vi of an inch, When the indleators
appser in two of more adizeent grooves, Ue replacement due to tread wesr s recommended.

We advisa you, howsver, not 1o et the lires wear down to thie exrent. Tires with treads in this
condilion cernot grip the road surface aroparly at high speeds on wet roads f wou natice that
the fires are wearing unevenly, gel sdvice from yvour Autharized VW Degler.

For maximum safety it is best to replace all 4 tires ol the same time If this = not possibie, at
‘eazl replece tires in pairs, aither frart or rear. Do not combine tires of different conatruction
ar tread pattern.
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Tread woarn out

Brand new tireg do nol possess maximum
traction. They sheuld, tharefora, be driven wilh
modirale speed for the firat 60 miles.

Uneven tire wear Is no! always due to impro
per wheel alignment. It 13 often tha result of
Ingividual driving habits such as comnering &l
high gpeeds. If the tire preseure iz not checked
reeqularly, abnormal tire wear can resule

T awvaid having to replece tiras earliar than
neceRsary, it s recommended thet the whesls
be exchangad according to the shetch below.

Care of battery

The atility af tha engire to start readily depends ta a greal extent on the condition of the battary.
For this reeson the battery shauld be checked regularly and given a certain amount of attention.
When the reer szat I8 [ifted, the filler plugs can be remavad fram the battery. Tha aiectrolyte lavel
should always be in accordance with the mark. If the level Is toa low, add distilled waler.

The electrolyte leve! drops whan the battery s charged due to dissociolion of waler used Lo
diluta the elactralyte and W a lesser extent, to evaporalion. How often the hatrary has to be
lopped up depende mainly an operaling conditions and indirect y on the tima of year. When &
vehicle is oflen driven long digtancas in the daytime with hardiy any current being used, the
battery will have to be topped up with distillad water much more oftan than in the caee of a
vehicle which ls aperated under different conditions. Az a ganaral rule, the battery electrolyte
level must be checked more often in the summer than in the winter, VW drivers in hol arcas who
do a lat of driving are advised to check tha battary at l=ast ance @ week,

D ot addl more distilled water than s nacassary because if the level Iz toa high, the alectrolyie
will averflaw when the battery is being charged end cause damage,

The terminals and copnoctivns should be kept clean and greascd with bettery slilcon spray or
petroleum [elly. Ensure that the ground connection ta the body is free of corrosion end tight.

If you stora your vehicle for a prolonged period, It |s advisable to take the baltery o an Authorized
Volkzwagen Degler. A battery which iz not In conslont uze will discharge ita=if in time and this
¢an calge permanunt damege to tha platee if the battery iz not chedked aoout every four weeks
a&nd chargad ae neceseany,

Attention
When working on the battery, take care not to short circuit the termirale. This would cause the
battery to heat up very quickly which could lead to damage.

Before heving 8 guick-charge parfarmed on a batlery instelled in 8 vehlele, disconnect both
terminals Io avoid serious damege to the electronic camponams of the electrical aquipmeant.

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Towing

At the rear = towing oye iz fitted undernaath
the bumper.

The driver of the towing wehicle must be
particularly cereful whan starting off and
ehifting.
