Winter operation

Your VW has an air-cooled engine. Do
nol, under any circumsiances, Iry to in-
Tuence the engine temperature by cover-
ing ihe louvers below the rear window or
in the rear hood. These louvers must
always be kepl open so that air can flow
io the carburetor and the engine cooling
fan.

Batiery

During the winter months, the battery is
subjected to grester use than in the
summear months. More current is con-
sumed when starting at very low tem-
peratures, Lights and the rear window
defogger are used more often. Besides,
the battery lends io decrease in capacity
as the Eemparature drgps

Therefore, it is very important to keep
your batlery in the besl possible condi-
tion, Sed also Batteny'' on page 40.

Do not exposs battery fo apen flame or
eleclric spark as hydrogen gas gene-
rated by the batlery is explosive. Do not
let batlery acid come in contact with
skin, eyes, fabric or painted surtaces.

A really cold battery may not have tha
sama <Capacity as a battery at normal
emparatura. If you mainly driveé shor
diglances of In city traffic. have ne
battery checked and, if necessary,
charged belween regular inspactions,

Door locks

can freeze in the winter if water gets inlo
them. When washing your car in he
winter, do not aim the water jet directly
atl the locks. It ia a good idea to pul tape
over the keyholes 1o prevent water
from sesping in. Water in the locks musl
be removed with compressed air affer-
wards, Squirt lock de-icer, anti-freaze,
or glycaring inta he lock cylinders to
provent the locks from freezing.

To open a frozen lock, warm up the key
befors inserting it. It might also help 1o
warm tha lock. Do not use hot water as it
will later freeze In the lock.

Emergency equipment

It is good planning 1o cany emargency
equipment in your car, Some of the
things you should have are; window
acraper, snow brush, container or bag
of sand or salt, flares, small shawvel, lirst-
aid kit, ete.

Engine oil

To make starting easier during the cald
winter months, we sugges! you choose a
thinmer grade motor il Turn 1o page 34
for the recommendad ol grades.
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It you drive mostly short distancas and in
city traffic, we recommend you have your
engine oil changed at 1500-mile inter-
vals In The winter,

Transmission oil

SAE @0 grade transmission ail can gene-
rally be wsad all year. Only in areas with
a cold climate is it necessary 1o usa the
thinner SAE &0 tramemission oil during
the winter manths.

Im arctic climate and areas with iempEera-
\urez congistently below =13° F, use
Automatic Transmission Fluid (ATF) for
the manual transmission and final drive.
When the temperature rises, réplace the
ATF with SAE 80 or SAE 90 grade trans-
missiorn oil. See also page 55.

Windshiald washer

Add arli-lreeze o he washer fluld, such
as VWolkswagen's Windshield Washer
Anti-Fresze & Solvent, 1o prevent it from
freezing.

Hydrogen gas
generated by the battery is explosive, Do
nal et battery acld come in contact with
skin, eyes, fabrie, or painled suriaces.

Each filler plug has to be unscrewed to
check the fluid level in sach cell. If it is
below the indicator, top it up with distil-
ted water. Only iill up to indicator.

How often waler must be added to the
battery depends mainly on operating
conditions and on the time of year. As &
general rule, Fe battery eleciralyte level
must be checked more often in the
summer than in the winter, and more
often when driving long distances

The terminals and connections should
be kept clean and greesed with silicona
spray or petroleum jelly. Make sure the
ground connection 1o the body is tight
and frae of corrasion

When working on the battery, be sure
not to shorl clreuit the terminals. This
would cause the battery to heal up very
guickly, which could lead to damage.

Boforn having & guick-charge parformed
on a battery imstalled in a car, discon-
nect both terminals to avoid serious
damage io the electronic components
of the elecirical equipment.
