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To the (Parts Manager

Have you ever thought of ways and means of
Increasing your parts turnover? Of course you
have, because this is one of your important
tasks and we know that you have not arrived
at the conclusion that “nothing can be done
about it”.

We do not mean an increase in turnover as a
result of the additional number of new Volks-
wagens on the road. What we do mean, how-
ever, is an increase which is based on your
elficiency and activity. We want to help you.
Obviously there are certain limits as far as an
increase in business is concerned. If a cust-
omer s car is in “perfect order” not even the most
suitable words will prompt him to buy parts.
But this is where we think you should start.
What is meant by “my car is in perfect order?”
Perhaps the fuel consumption is normal, the
performance is good and the brakes are very
efficient. However, is there not a dent in the
right-hand front fender, are not spots of rust
showing on the rear bumper? With a certain
amount of goodwill it should be possible to sell
a new fender and bumper. Appeal to the
customer’'s sense ol pride and you will be
successtul. Nobody likes it said of him “Mr.
Jones does not seem to be the fussy type be-
cause he has been driving around for weeks
with a dented fender”.

You will also be successful as far as the sale of
parts which affect the comfort of a vehicle are
concerned. Many parts which were classified
as accessories are now standard fittings. There
are numeros customers who would like to drive
the latest model but who have not got the

money to do so. These customers usually show

great interest in parts which have become part
of the standard equipment. Further sales hints
are given overleal in the article “parts for ser-
vice installation”. The theme “safety in traffic”
Is also very important. We are sure that every
sensible VW owner would appreciate your con-
tributing to his safety by offering to sell him a
windshield washer, a set of safety belts or an
anti-thelt device.

How can a noticeable increase in turnover be
brought about? First and foremost vou must
realize that this requires additional activity on
your part. Much success has been achieved by
selecting a certain theme, e.g. “safety”, “com-
tort” etc. and carrying out a carefully thought-
out campaign. The first step will be to an-
nounce and show the customer what you can
offer him. Customers have often been heard to
say “If I had only known that I would have
long since bought it”.

Posters, prospectuses, advertisements, display
windows and showcases can be a great help.
By the way have you read the article called
“Advertising for Genuine VW Parts” in Ad-
viser 2567 We are glad you have. Has it promp-
ted you to set up vour own showcase or display
window? You will find that they are a good
introduction to the ensueing sales discussion.
You will be able to convince the customer and
sell him the parts. And yet another useful hint:
Just as in your case the service adviser also is
in very close contact with the customers. You
would, therefore, be well advised to keep him
well in the picture about your aims and sales

policy. It will thus be a mutual effort and a fur-

ther step towards increasing your parts turnover.
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With effect from August 1961 all Volkswagen models have been improved further still. Among other
things, Types 1 and 3 have been equipped with a pneumatic windshield washer. The taillights have been

improved, the Passenger Car models are fitted with safety belt mounting points and the fuel gauge i1s

now standard equipment.

To facilitate your work we have drawn up a list of the more important new parts on the next page which
we feel will be of great assistance to you as far as your sales efforts are concerned.

Have yvou thought up ways and means of making the sale of these parts easier? You will, of course, have
realized that vou cannot afford to wait until the customer approaches you. It is up to you to approach
him and to draw his attention to that which vou are offering for sale. Of course you cannot be expected
to speak to every VW owner directly who enters your establishment. Here are, however, numerous sales

aids which, if they are correctly employed, will atiract the customer’s attention and interest.

Good sales promotion results can be achieved by showing parts in showcases and display windows.
Offer the particular part vou wish to sell, for instance, the pneumatic windshield washer for sale in the
customer’s waiting room ecr in the reception. Place a card beside the object which clearly states the price

and other details and make brochures available so that the customer can provide himself with the neces-

sary information.

A very important factor is the contact between yourself and the new car salesmen. Many VW owners
enter the salesroom to have a look at the 1962 model which is on display. This can be a very favourable
opportunity for selling additional parts to the customer. Not every one of the onlookers will place an order
for the latest model immediately; many of them, however, would like to have some particular part fitted
to their Volkswagen. Very often you merely have to overcome some slight objection raised by the cus-
tomer which, however, can be very decisive. The customer will go away if there is nobody on the spot to
eliminate his doubts convincingly. The new car salesman is very suited for this task or at least he can pass
the customer on to you. However, since the salesman does not get provision for selling parts he will only

do this if you are on very good terms with him. If you make the necessary efforts you will be able to

clinch many additional deals.

This also refers to the relationship between yourself and the used car salesmen. There certainly are numer-
ous used car customers who would like to add to the comfort and appearance of their cars. Let these

salesmen know what parts they can offer for sale.

Now one final word of advice: Enter in the prices and installation charges on the following pages. This

will be an invaluable aid when carrying out a sales talk with the customer.

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@ PLASTICS

and how thevy are made
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Y Articles made from plastics are for ever on the increase in the home and in industry. This is
*' hardly to be wondered at when one considers that the innumerable plastics with their
f exiremely wide variety of properties are often cheaper to produce and more practical to
3 use than conventional materials such as wood, steel or other metals. In addition to this,

plastic parts serve their purposes much better because they are less troublesome and

often need absolutely no maintenance.

In this article there is only space to deal with those plastic parts which are used in auto-

‘ mobile manufacture. Even today the road vehicle still presents an outward appearance
: ; of steel, glass and chrome and little change in this respect is to be expected in the future.
: Bodies built of plastic are sometimes illustrated and described in the press but so far it
has not been possible to produce them in series. The solution of this problem is hin- €
dered much more by economic difficulties than by technicai problems. On the other
- hand a glance at the interior of a vehicle is enough to astonish a person with regard to
the number of features to which the use of plastics can be applied nowadays.
_. Nearly all the plastic parts fitted to the whole of the range of VW vehicles such as the
: Tlf instrument panel, gearshift lever, heating control knobs and the bushes on the front
| axle beam are made in the most modern presses and injection equipment in the Volks-
" wagen factory’s own plastic press shops. The precision with which some 16 060 front

axle beam bushes are manufactured each day is particularly worthy of note. The tole-
— .000039").
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Resin shot is used in the plastic presses. This shot consists of a mixture of about equal

proportions of synthetic resin and wood powder or cellulose according to requirements.
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The shot has the property of setting to a solid, practically insoluble and unsoftenable
state by chemical action when heat is applied. Two different type of shot are used in
the Volkswagen factory. One of these is the phenollic resin type which has a reddish
brown shade and is only suitable for dark coloured parts. As against this, urea resins can

be used to make parts in any color between white and black. We therefore differentiate

between the phenol resins and the urea resins (aminoplasts).

The moulding powders are delivered to us in granular form and are pressed into shot
form in pellet machines. The weight of the pellets corresponds exactly to the weight of
the finished article. The pellets are next warmed to between 60° and 80° C (140° —
175° F) in high frequency equipment in order to shorten the heating process in the
moulds and accelerate the pressing rate. In this way more effective use is made
of the presses and equipment. After prewarming, the tablets are inserted into electri-
cally heated moulds for up to 16 units according to the size of the part. The moulds are
then fed to the presses and the shot further heated in the mould (up to between 140°—
L 160" C or 285°—320° F according to the moulding powder used). This converts the shot to
a semi-fluid state and a mould pressure of up to 500 kg/cm? (7.120 psi) distributes it evenly
throughout the mould which is left closed until curing of the resins is complete. This
takes up to 4 or 5 minutes according to the size of the part and its thickness. When the

press is opened the parts are ejected from the mould.

In injection plastic plants, thermoplastics of various types are used (polyamide, poly- i
ethylene, polypropylene, cellulose acetate). Thermoplastics are materials which plasticize

under heat. They are injected at pressures of around 1000 atmospheres in fluid form into
sealed moulds and cooled. P

Following both the pressing or injection moulding of plastic parts there is no need to do
anything further to the parts beyond removal of the burrs left at the junctions of the

mould faces. This is generally done with machines and, in the case of small parts, with _
revolving drums. Finally the parts have to be buffed with wood and polishing compound E
to smooth out the roughness left when removing the burrs. f
